CUSC Coaches Code of Conduct
INTRODUCTION:  Everyone involved in sports – from parents and spectators to athletes, officials and coaches can and should lead by example.  The easiest way to do this is to respect the written and unwritten laws of the game. This code of conduct is intended to honour and abide by the OSA Code of Conduct and CUSC Constitution. 

COACHES & TEAM STAFF:

     Commitment:

· A coach's commitment is to improve the performance of the players and the team physically and mentally.
· A coach needs to provide a high quality soccer program for players within a positive environment / atmosphere.
· Be on time and prepared for games and practices. 
Know Your Subject:
· A Coach must be thoroughly acquainted with FIFA Laws of the Game and they must keep attuned to the sound principles of Coaching.

· Show concern for the physical safety of players at all times.

· Development of the players as people should always receive priority consideration

· Follow a physician’s advice to decide when injured players are ready to play again.
Respect:
· Coaches must respect all persons i.e., players, officials, and parents. 
· Opponents and officials must be treated with respect.
· Players must be coached within the laws of the Game.

· The coach is responsible for encouraging good conduct by players, managers, team officials, and parents on and off the field

· Never ridicule or yell at players for making mistakes or for performing poorly.  

      Enthusiasm:
· Coaches must be enthusiastic and positive. 

· They must ensure that they are generous with their praise when deserved.

· Be mind full of age and experience when critiquing players.

· Players play to have fun and must be encouraged and offered constructive criticism to have confidence in themselves. 
Personal Conduct: 
· A Coach must maintain the high standards of personal conduct and fair play. 

· Coaches should never be involved in any circumstance which is offensive or suggests sexual connotations

· Provide smoke-free, alcohol-free, and drug-free coaching before and during all games and practices

· Set an example of control and consistency with the players and parents.

· The coach must insist on all players wearing shin pads and appropriate footwear at team games and practices. 
· Respect of privacy for team members, when sending mass emails please bcc everyone.
CONCLUSION:  This Code of Conduct should be supplemented with a high degree of common sense and keeping the best interests of the players and the game in mind.  Please read this Code of Conduct and embrace its content and spirit.  Violation of the guidelines may result in disciplinary actions that could include, but are not limited to, verbal and/or written warnings, as well as coach, parental, and in extreme cases, player suspension.  Let’s make participation in soccer FUN for everyone.
