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2010 REGISTRATION INFORMATION!!!
Players : 

Players born in 2006 (turning 4 in 2010) is our youngest age division. 

Players, regardless of age, must adhere to the Players Code of Conduct – a copy of which is found on the website.

Parents of our youth players must adhere to the Parental Code of Conduct – a copy of which is found on the website.

Players are expected to play in their own age grouping, if a child wishes to play up a division a ‘Playing Up Request Form’ must be submitted to the office – a copy is available on the website.

Registration Fee:

Your registration fee includes a Full Umbro uniform (socks, shorts and shirt), an award for all youth players under 13 and a team and individual picture for all youth players.  
*Please note: balls are not part of the registration fee this year but players are expected to attend practices with a proper ball – balls will be made available, after March 1st, at a reduced cost of $10 at Play it Again Sports in Collingwood.

Please use the ‘Playing Nights and Fees’ chart provided for fees appropriate for your age and division.

Not a resident of Collingwood – you MUST obtain Recreational User Card from the Town Hall prior to registering.  Card with # to be presented at time of registration.
Fees may be paid in installments as long as full amount is paid by June 30th (unless payment plan approved by the Office)   Please find under the registration tab a list of banking dates - you may spread your payment over those dates.

All outstanding fees from previous seasons must be paid before registering for the 2010 season.

Returned cheques - $30 admin fee will apply (payment must be in cash, credit card or debit – any payments not received in full within 14 days will result in player suspension)

Late fee dates have been established – late fee is $25 per player.

The League’s philosophy states that no child should be denied the opportunity to play soccer for financial reasons. Therefore the league is offering financial assistance or special payment arrangements to players in need. Please contact the office to discuss any assistance before submitting your registration form.  - 446-1550

General Registration Information:

EMAILS:   are of the utmost importance – all our communication throughout the season will be done via email – if yours changes – make sure you notify the office!!!!

New forms – we realize that some of the questions on the new registration forms may seem strange; these forms adhere to the new rules put forth by the Ontario Soccer Association of which we are members. Waivers and Participant Agreements must be signed.

Refund Policy:

Before start of season (May 24th) – full refund minus $20 Administration Fee (uniform must be returned)

After May 24th – but before June 7th – full refund minus $30 Administration Fee and $25 uniform fee

After June 7th – NO REFUND

Refunds will be processed by the end of the season.

*No refund for Rep Players once selected to a team!!!
ADULT PROGRAMS:
Actual adult leagues formed will depend on #’s. If needed, we will be reconfiguring the adult house programs to best meet the needs of our members.

House League Teams:

Generally our season runs from mid-May until the end of August.  Some adult and youth travel teams run into mid-September.
In all youth divisions – Equal Play is mandated – no exceptions will be made to this rule.

We will be hosting a Mini Festival for our younger players in August!

What to Wear:

Uniforms are provided – they are expected to be worn correctly i.e. – shorts worn properly and shirts tucked in!

Shin guards are mandatory – for every participant in our Club – regardless of age!!!

Cleats are not mandatory but are recommended.
Sponsorship:

Our Club relies on the generosity of our local sponsors. As we continue to grow so too does our need for more sponsors. If you can sponsor a team, or know of someone who can, please have the sponsorship form filled out and submitted to the office.!!!!!!!

Coaches:

All coaches are required to have a Police Record Check done before the start of the season.

All-Star teams will be fielded at the U8 age group in both genders where numbers warrant! Please keep posted to the website for news on this program. Reg. forms are on the website.

We will be running our very successful Collingworld Soccer Camp once again this summer!! Registration forms are on the website!

Please keep posted to the website for your opportunity to purchase CUSC Club Wear!!!
Rep Teams:

We will be fielding teams in the York Region Youth league, Central Girls Soccer League, Central Soccer League, Simcoe County Youth league, York Region Adult League, Simcoe County Ladies League and Simcoe County O35 League!

It is mandatory for all Travel team players to provide 3 hours of service to the League over the course of the season. A separate $100 bond cheque, post dated for September 30th, 2009 must be submitted with registration form. Bonds will be ripped up upon completion of your three hours – opportunities include canteen, coaching, tnmts etc. Those who would simply rather pay the $100 should make note of that on their cheque.

There is no refund for any player once they have been selected to a Rep Team.

If you are a new Rep player you will need to submit a copy of your Birth Certificate and a wallet size photo with your registration.
Rep players are not fully registered until Bond cheque provided.

**PLEASE NOTE – BUSES ARE NOT BEING PROVIDED THIS YEAR – TEAMS WHO WISH TO BE BUSED NEED TO ARRANGE AND PAY FOR THEMSELVES.
NOW WHAT???
***Soccer jerseys will be handed out based on age group as listed below…however, all players, upon registration, will be given a club voucher for their shorts and socks. The voucher is to be taken, after March 1st, to Play it Again Sports. This is being done to enable players to pick their correct size. Players registering via mail will have to come in at some point prior to season and pick theirs up.
Youth House - After registration the next person to contact you will be your coach. He/she will phone on or before Friday, May 7th.

U4, U5 and U6 players should be prepared to have a short team meeting/pick up your jersey session with their coach sometime over the weekend of May 7th – 9th.

U7 – U18 teams will receive their jersey at their first practice in mid-May.

Try-outs for the Youth Travel teams will begin February 20th– please check website for up-dates. Please ensure that your $20 try-out fee is paid before attending.

Men’s Premier, Ladies Rep, Men’s First Division and Men’s O35 players and any other adult travel team, will be contacted via their Coaches/Managers.

Adult Rec players will be contacted by their Captain the week following the draft in early May.
O35 Rec players will be contacted by their Captain the week following the draft in early May.
Ladies Rec players will be contacted by a Club representative in mid-May.
